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Pathway to Become a Trainer for Long Time Kundalini Yoga Teachers 

Purpose:
Develop a policy to address the unique needs of long time Teachers who want to Enter the ATA while they are meeting the Level Two requirement. This policy would apply to a small population of Kundalini Yoga Teachers.

 
Details:
a. [bookmark: _GoBack]Prerequisites to apply to the ATA as a long time teacher
i. Needs to be KRI Level One certified
ii. Have been teaching for 25 years or more, and have taught for 2,000 hours
iii. Must have taken one Level Two minimum to enter the ATA 
iv. Need to have a plan on how will complete the remaining Level Two modules 
v. Be a current member of IKYTA or your country’s National Teachers Association
vi. Need to have a mentor 
b. Application Process
i. Fill out an Application that would be created for this category of applicant, which would cover all of the above prerequisites and in all other ways would be the same as other applicants.
ii. They would be allowed to enter the academy with only one Level 2 course completed.
c. Moving through the Academy 
i. The experienced teacher would fill out a Units of Study Content Credits form and a Competency evaluation, using the guidelines previously created titled, “Regarding How KRI Views Content Credits and Competencies”, which directly addresses how people’s prior life and teaching experience can or cannot be “counted.”  From this, they will then create an Individual Development Plan (IDP) with their Mentor.
ii. As soon as the Experienced Teacher meets all of the Associate Trainer requirements, other than the Level 2 requirement, they can apply to be an Associate - even if this is mid-way through their first Level One program
iii. To apply for Professional Level, the Experienced Teacher needs to meet all the normal requirements, including having completed all 5 Level Two Modules and having had enough exposure to Level One courses to ensure they understand our methodology. 
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
